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An Exploration of Pre-service Art teachers’
Development of Pedagogical Art
Knowledge: A qualitative study

Abstract

Prospective art teachers need a great body of pedagogical knowledge which should be
approached from a variety of perspectives in addition to theory-based learning style. To
understand how pre-service art teachers construct professional art pedagogical knowledge,
this study employed a qualitative research method on 6 pre-service art teachers who
participated in both an art summer camp for aboriginal children and an art winter camp for
children in Chia Yi, Taiwan. The data were collected through participant-observation, video
taping, interview, and some of their reflective writings. Comparative content analysis was
performed to unfold the participants’ application of pedagogical skills and conception, skills
of problem solving in the process, and interpreting their own experiences and learning from
pedagogical practices. Based on the findings, implications for art teaching and pre-service
training will be discussed.
