course aims to develop the students with English skills to
acquire music knowledge and then to apply what they’ve
learned into daily life for further focus and discussion.

This course focuses three genres of music, classical, folk,
and popular. It is designed to introduce students with the el-
ements of music which make impact on listeners, such as in-
struments, rhythm, melody, and the like. In order to extend
students’ understanding, music across different countries are
selected. Through comparing similarities and differences of
music across different places, the students are expected to
explore different values of culture and life. In addition to ap-
preciating the three different genres of music, typical musi-
cians of every genre are also focused for further class focus
and discussion. By studying the musicians, the students are
believed to develop insights to understand the rationales be-
hind different music genres and then to have better interpre-
tation to music.

English is the medium in this class, including teaching,
lesson materials, class discussion, and even oral
presentation. This class helps students to enhance not only
their professional background knowledge about different
music genres, but also their vocabulary capacity and the
skills of English listening, speaking, reading, and writing to
take advanced learning.
