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The Development Situation of Moocs Online
Learning Platforms For Higher Education in
Taiwan

Abstract

This study aimed to explore the development and implementation of MOOCs
online learning platforms for higher education. This study analyzed the differences of
MOOC:s online learning platforms towards undergraduate and graduate students with
different backgrounds.

The study adopted questionnaire “The Questionnaire of MOOCs Online
Learning Platforms Development Situation And User Evaluation”. The subjects were
undergraduate and graduate students who use MOOCs online learning platforms. The
guestionnaires were distributed to all subjects 306 questionnaires were retrieved and
296 questionnaires were valid. The effective rate was 96.7%. The data was analyzed
by mean, standard deviation, t-test and ANOVA. The findings are as follows:

Undergraduate and graduate students use MOOCs online learning platform in
addition to the needs of classroom use. Undergraduate and graduate students who use
the MOOCs online learning platform are satisfied with the platform operation,
courses selection, time flexibility and courses content. There is some significant
difference in the experience and satisfaction of using MOOCs online learning
platform with different genders and majors.

According to the results, this study ultimately drew up significant conclusions
for reference to undergraduate and graduate students, colleges and universities,
online learning platforms manager, the educational administration agencies and
follow-up researches.
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
