The Curriculum Design for Problem-Based

Learning

Abstract

Problem-Based Learning (PBL), unknown, to many educators has been around for two
decades. A brief overview of the design for PBL shows innovation comprised of 5 elements:
problem statement, role and situation, anticipated performance, tasks (ideas, facts, learning
issues, and action plan), assessment. Based on the theory of constructivism and
matacognition, PBL design has its advantages and disadvantages. It promotes inquiry
coinpetence, self-directed learning, and creative problem solving. However, the problem
stated in the design may not meet school objectives, teacher roles may be too complex to be
taken, students may feel frustrated about the new approach, and authentic assessment differs
from the traditional tests and entrance examination. The discussion of PBL design also
provides suggestions for its implementation.
