course description:

This course aims to study the educational implication of existentialism. Existentialism
is a diverse philosophical movement with disputed boundaries and containing a
variety of conflicting positions and an anti-systematic attitude. Nevertheless, it is a
historically important movement with a cluster of core concerns. Central to the
project is the attempt to understand what is special about human existence. In
carrying out that project, Existentialist thinkers have developed concepts of
authenticity, subjectivity, inwardness, alienation, and the absurd; they have
developed a critique of rationality; they have attempted to make human activity,
personal experience, and everyday life central matters of everyday concern.

The object of this course is to gain a working knowledge of the major figures of
Existentialism and their major concerns, to engage with the issues and ways of
thinking that these key figures have pursued, and to understand the place of this
distinctive movement in history and the course of philosophy. Students in this course
should further develop their skills of reflective thinking, critical discussion, reading
and interpretation of difficult texts, and writing of philosophical arguments in
relation to education,
