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This is a bridge course designed to scaffold students’ English proficiency and domain-specific
knowledge. This course focuses three genres of music, classical, folk, and popular. It is designed
to introduce students with the elements of music which make impact on listeners, such as
instruments, rhythm, melody, and the like. In order to extend students’ understanding, music
across different countries are selected. Through comparing similarities and differences of music
across different places, the students are expected to explore different values of culture and life. In
addition to appreciating the three different genres of music, typical musicians of every genre are
also focused for further class focus and discussion. By studying the musicians, the students are
believed to develop insights to understand the rationales behind different music genres and then
to have better interpretation to music.
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This course exposes students to the basics of the Indonesian language and culture, guides them
through the concept, and provides various tasks to help them comprehend and improve their

skills in studying the Indonesian language.
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
