Highest degree's graduation certificate and Highest degree's full transcript of records, verified with official
stamps by the R.0.C. (Taiwan) Overseas representative office in the country of their original school. (The
notarized copy of a translation in English or Chinese is necessary if the original diploma is not in Chinese or
English.) The verified graduation certificate and full academic transcript of records shall be submitted on the
registration day. Failure to do so will result in the cancellation of the admission offer. If you were graduated
from Taiwan universities, the diploma and transcript are no need to be authenticated.

A thin half-length color photo with a glossy finish taken with a white background within the last six months that
should be 4.5cm X 3.5cm with an image of the head that should not be shorter than 3.2cm or longer than 3.6cm
from the top of the head to the chin, without wearing a hat or a pair of color glasses, with clear facial features

not covered and identifiable, and should not be modified or composed.

Notice Regarding Fines

If your ARC has expired:

o Overstay of 10 days or less: A fine of NT$10,000.
e Overstay of 11 to 30 days: A fine of NT$20,000.

e Overstay of 31 to 60 days: A fine of NT$30,000.
o Overstay of 61 to 90 days: A fine of NT$40,000.
e Overstay of more than 90 days: A fine of NT$50,000.

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Who needs Work Permit?

International students in Taiwan must obtain a valid work
permit to work part-time or do internships, whether on or
off campus.

Note:

Working without a permit can result in fines ranging from
NTD 30,000 to NTD 150,000 and immediate expulsion from
Taiwan.

e First semester applications: Valid until March 31 of the following year.
e Second semester applications: Valid until September 30 of the same year.

e Maximum validity is six months.
